“Live as children of light.’” (Eph 5:8b) 
 

Our second reading this Sunday includes this 
year’s parish theme for Lent: “Live as children of 
light.” 
 

As part of our Lenten preparation, there will be two 
parish Lenten Missions at 7pm on Monday, 
Tuesday, and Wednesday of March 27, 28, and 
29, respectively.   There will be one mission in 
English and one in Spanish. 
 

Except for Tuesday, each mission, one at St. 
Louise de Marillac church (in English) and one 
at our St. Barbara Parish Center and church (in 
Spanish) begins at 7pm and will last about an 
hour.   
 

On Tuesday, March 28, the parish will hold a 
Taizé Service with Adoration at St. Louise de 
Marillac church for attendees of both the English 
and Spanish missions.  During the service, guests 
will have the opportunity to have private           
confession, with an English-speaking or            
Spanish-speaking priest.   
 

This mission is an opportunity to deepen our faith 
through spiritual presentations, reflection, and 
Mass (on Wednesday).  Importantly, parishioners 
will have the opportunity to fulfill their obligation to 
receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation at least 
once a year.

Brian Carpenter, S.T.D. is an Adjunct Professor of Theology at Holy Cross College in Notre Dame, Ind. and the       
Parochial Vicar at St. Matthew Cathedral in South Bend, Ind.  He specializes in applying the insights of René Girard’s 
mimetic theory to the sacramental life of the Church, and has presented his rese arch at academic conferences,      
seminary courses and parish missions.
