From the Pastor’s Desk 
gg 
“Then Abraham said, ‘If they will not listen to 
Moses and the prophets, neither will they be 
persuaded if someone should rise from the 
dead.’” (Luke 16:31) 
gg 
As we know, our faith depends on our belief that 
Jesus Christ died on the cross and rose from 
the dead, after three days in the tomb.   
gg 
We believe Christ lives in heaven and physically 
returns to us in the Eucharist, the communal meal 
of His Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity. 
g 
The Eucharist binds us together and makes us a 
part of the Body of Christ, in His Church on 
earth.   
g 
Disturbingly, a Pew Research survey in 2019 
discovered that two thirds of Catholics surveyed 
did not understand the real presence of the living 
Christ in the Eucharist.   
g 
The miracle and gift of Christ’s resurrection and 
ascension into heaven is only part of our 
understanding of God’s glory.  He also gives us 
the miracle and gift of His real and living 
presence in the Eucharist.   
g 
To help correct the serious and harmful 
misunderstanding that so many Catholics appear 
to have about the nature and meaning of the 
Eucharist, the United States Catholic Conference 
of Bishops initiated a Eucharistic Revival that 
began on Corpus Christi, June 19th, and that will 
continue through July 17th, 2024.  At that time, a 
National Eucharistic Congress will take place 
in Indianapolis, IN, from July 17-21. 
g 
As such, the dioceses throughout the country, 
including our own parish, will provide activities 
and events that promote a better understanding of 
the Eucharist in our faith lives.

In the spirit of the Eucharistic Revival now 
underway, Delia Porras along with Angélica 
Montalvo, organized the event, included a 
Eucharistic Procession to separate stations 
that had been set up near the church, where 
prayers were offered for different concerns related 
to women’s lives.
