“Do nothing from selfish ambition or conceit, but 
in humility regard others as better than         
yourselves.” (Philippians 2:3) 
 
St. Paul provides us with a sound strategy for 
engaging others in a Christian way.  By         
considering others as better than ourselves, we 
are likely to treat them with respect and          
deference.  We are more likely to accept and 
listen to them. 
 
Too often we fail to relate fully to others, owing 
to a preoccupation with our own concerns, 
views, or desires.  Instead of allowing our      
encounters with others to progress              
spontaneously and listening mindfully to others, 
we tend to consider our responses in advance 
and filter information based on our emotions and 
expectations.   
 
In these situations, our encounters might        
become more about what someone can do for 
me, and limiting our attention to “useful” people, 
rather than authentically opening ourselves to 
others’ needs and concerns. 
 
When, as St. Paul tells us this week, we        
consider everyone to be valuable and        
worthwhile (even more so than I consider myself 
to be!), we are on the path the acceptance and 
love of others.  We are ready to engage others 
fully, mindfully, and lovingly.

En estas situaciones, nuestros encuentros pueden   
centrarse más en lo que alguien puede hacer por mí y 
limitar nuestra atención a personas "útiles", en lugar de 
abrirnos auténticamente a las necesidades y             
preocupaciones de los demás. 
 
Cuando, como nos dice San Pablo esta semana,      
consideramos que todos son valiosos y valiosos 
(¡incluso más de lo que yo me considero!), estamos en 
el camino de la aceptación y el amor de los demás.   
Estamos listos para involucrar a los demás de manera 
plena, consciente y amorosa.
