A Better Way Forward  
  
 
Last Spring, SB 3499  was introduced to legalize assisted suicide in Illinois. The bill did not pass, but it is going to be 
re-introduced again so we ask you to prayerfully consider and act on our message about assisted suicide. 
Assisted suicide makes it legal for a physician to prescribe an array of lethal drugs to a person diagnosed with a 
terminal disease who requests to end his or her life. The Catholic Bishops of Illinois oppose any legislaƟon that 
would legalize assisted suicide as there is a beƩer way forward for our State. 
Proponents argue that this legislaƟon will end suffering at the end-of-life. We agree that no one should needlessly 
suffer or have to watch a loved one experience unnecessary pain and suffering. Fortunately, there are now      
effecƟve ways to make a person more comfortable at the end of life through palliaƟve care. This relaƟvely new 
specialty uƟlizes physician-led teams to care for the whole person – physically, emoƟonally, socially and spiritually 
– to relieve the symptoms and the stress that oŌen accompany serious illness and side effects of treatment. A 
beƩer way forward is to expand the number and availability of palliaƟve care programs throughout Illinois. 
Drawing on data from Oregon, the first state to legalize assisted suicide in the US, reports show that pain is not 
among the top reasons why a person would want to end their life: loss of autonomy; concerns about being either 
a financial burden or a Ɵme commitment to family and friends; and loss of the ability to engage in acƟviƟes that 
make life enjoyable are the most cited reasons for choosing assisted suicide. We support expanding mental health 
coverage and strengthening social supports, such as community programs that compassionately walk with those 
dealing with depression and feelings of hopelessness. 
The unintended consequences that arise from legalized assisted suicide include a large range of possible abuses. It 
is alarming that in states with legalized suicide, there are documented cases of people being denied life-saving 
medical treatment by insurance companies in lieu of the much cheaper opƟon of life-ending drugs. The poor and 
those with disabiliƟes are parƟcularly in jeopardy as they are the most vulnerable to such abuses. In response,     
every major naƟonal organizaƟon that represents people with disabiliƟes is opposed to assisted suicide. 
The American Medical AssociaƟon (AMA) has summed up the case against assisted suicide well. “Physician        
assisted suicide is fundamentally incompaƟble with the physician’s role as healer, would be difficult or impossible 
to      control, and would provide serious societal risks.” 
Assisted suicide is not the compassionate soluƟon for those who are suffering. Through palliaƟve care, expanded 
access to mental health care, and stronger family and community support, providers and families are finding 
beƩer ways to accompany these people compassionately that truly confer the love for, and dignity of, each       
human life.

The Oplatki is a beauƟful Christmas Eve custom. It originated from Eastern 
Europe. It is also known as known as "Anielski Chleb" or “Angel Bread.” 
Made only of flour and water, they are stamped with Christmas images 
such as the Star of Bethlehem or the NaƟvity.  
On Christmas Eve, the head of the family prays for the members of his    
family, present or absent, then breaks a piece off the wafer and gives it to 
each person. As the family members receive the wafer pieces, they are 
greeted with a kiss and a felicitaƟon for a joyful feast. They then return 
the greeƟng in the same way.  
The spiritual lesson in this age-old custom is that the unity of the family is 
grounded in God’s love for us. May you experience unity and love through 
this simple celebraƟon.
