From the Pastor’s Desk 
Our faith lives are an ongoing pursuit of increasing 
holiness in our lives.   
While we are likely, at times, fall short of our aim, we 
continue in our efforts to move forward, toward   
greater spiritual conversion and maturity. 
During a Jubilee Year, the main entrance to a      
particular church, as designated by the Pope and   
local Bishops as a “holy door,” symbolizes a     
movement toward God’s life.   
Initially, the main entrance of Archbasilica of St. 
John Lateran, the official seat, or cathedral, of Rome 
was designated as part of the Jubilee rite that, when 
passing through the holy doors, a person becomes 
eligible for a special Jubilee plenary indulgence. 
Over time the holy door came to include the entrance 
doors of St. Peter’s Basilica, the Basilica of St. 
Mary Major, and the Basilica of St. Paul Outside 
the Walls.  (The four holy doors in Rome are kept 
sealed, except for a Jubilee Year, when they are   
unsealed.) 
In modern times, authority has been granted by the 
Holy See to Archdiocesan and Diocesan Bishops to 
designate holy doors in their respective archdioceses 
and dioceses.  
In the Archdiocese of Chicago, the churches with a 
holy door are Holy Name Cathedral and, in the west, 
southwest, and south suburbs of Cook County:       
St. Mary of Czestochowa, St. Cletus, and Our    
Lady Mother of the Church Polish Mission. 
(Addresses below)  
As Pope St. John Paul II noted in Incarnationis   
Mysterium (1998), the holy door “evokes the passage 
from sin to grace.”  It represents “a ritual             
expression of conversion.”  And, “A Holy Door . . .          
is a visual symbol of internal renewal.” 
Pope Francis tells us, “The Holy Door will become a 
Door of Mercy through which everyone who enters 
will experience the love of God who consoles,   
pardons, and instills hope.” 
Hopefully, you will use this Jubilee Year to walk 
through a holy door, as a sign of your commitment to 
grow in holiness and to become eligible for a special 
Jubilee plenary indulgence.

Del Escritorio del Pastor 
Nuestras vidas de fe son una búsqueda continua   
para aumentar la santidad en nuestras vidas.   
Aunque es probable que a veces no alcancemos 
nuestro objetivo, seguimos esforzándonos por         
avanzar hacia una mayor conversión y madurez      
espiritual. 
Durante el Año Jubilar, la entrada principal de una 
iglesia en particular, designada por el Papa y los  
obispos locales como “puerta santa”, simboliza un 
movimiento hacia la vida de Dios.   
Inicialmente, la entrada principal de la Arquibasílic  
de San Juan de Letrán, la sede oficial o catedral de 
Roma, fue designada como parte del rito jubilar según 
el cual, al atravesar las puertas santas, una persona 
se hace acreedora a una indulgencia plenaria      
jubilar especial. 
Con el tiempo, la puerta santa pasó a incluir las      
puertas de entrada de la Basílica de San Pedro, la 
Basílica de Santa María la Mayor y la Basílica de 
San Pablo Extramuros.  (Las cuatro puertas santas 
de Roma se mantienen selladas, excepto en Año      
Jubilar, cuando se abren). 
En los tiempos modernos, la Santa Sede ha           
concedido autoridad a los obispos arquidiócesanos y 
diocesanos para designar puertas santas en sus          
respectivas archidiócesis y diócesis.  
En la Arquidiócesis de Chicago, las iglesias con      
puerta santa son la Catedral del Santo Nombre y, 
en los suburbios del oeste, suroeste y sur del        
condado de Cook Santa María de Czestochowa, 
San Cletus y Nuestra Señora Madre de la Iglesia 
Misión Polaca. (Direcciones a continuación) 
Como señaló el Papa San Juan Pablo II en              
Incarnationis Mysterium (1998), la puerta santa 
“evoca el paso del pecado a la gracia”.  Representa 
“una expresión ritual de conversión”.  Y, “Una 
Puerta Santa . . . es un símbolo visual de la          
renovación interior”. 
El Papa Francisco nos dice: “La Puerta Santa se 
convertirá en una Puerta de la Misericordia a través 
de la cual todo el que entre experimentará el amor 
de Dios que consuela, perdona e infunde esperanza.” 
Ojalá aprovechen este Año Jubilar para atravesar una 
puerta santa, como signo de tu compromiso y          
crecimiento en la santidad y hacerte acreedor a una 
indulgencia plenaria especial del Jubileo.
